There are over 80 green entities in the State of Hawaii that have been recognized under the Hawaii Green Business Program, at the annual ceremony in the Governor’s Office.  

This program initially focused on hotels and resorts – Currently there are over 30 hospitality businesses that have been recognized under the program.  During the past two years, the program participants saved over 9 million kWh.

Participants are exposed to and made aware of programs such as ENERGY STAR, Water Sense and Green Seal for 3rd party labeling of energy and water efficient and low-emitting /non-toxic products.
